Dear Parents and Caregivers,

The weekend just gone was Trinity Sunday when the Church celebrates the solemnity of the Holy Trinity. We
believe that the Father, Son and Holy Spirit are in full communion with each other. To know Jesus is known to
the Father and the Spirit. They are one. This relationship reveals to us that nothing matters more than our
relationship with each other.

This week we also celebrate with the families and children receiving the Eucharist for the first time.

The Eucharist is the absolute presence of Christ. We call Jesus the Bread of Life as He is present in the
Eucharist. The image of Jesus as bread, a food that sustains us, is significant. Bread sustains us physically
whilst Jesus sustains us spiritually as we receive him into our hearts, to ensure that we remain filled for life.
Receiving Jesus in this sacrament is making our communion, our common union, with him complete.

The act of sharing a meal, coming together in communion is important to our daily lives. We eat regularly to
sustain our life and the same must be true of our spiritual life. We need to nourish ourselves regularly through
our presence at Mass, participating in the Sacraments in particular the sacrament of Eucharist.

Seeing Jesus in everyone we
meet regardless of their circumstance is what we are called to do through the Eucharist. To do this prayer is an
important part of how we sustain ourselves throughout our long journey

Help us to worship you, one God in three Persons, by proclaiming and living our faith in you.
We ask you this through the most Holy Trinity. Amen

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Working With Children Check for Volunteers

We always encourage and are grateful for the presence and support of parents at all of our community-based
activities. These include reading helpers, excursions, sporting and cultural events as well as celebration gatherings
like Grandparents Day, Mothers Day etc.

In recent years NSW Government legislation has changed and now requires that all volunteers are required to have
a current Working With Children Check. This check replaces the previous online modules from the Parramatta
Catholic Education Office, that many parents completed in the past.

The Working With Children Check is now required for any parents, grandparents etc who volunteer to assist at
school based activities. For the purpose of the Working With Children Check a volunteer is someone is 18yrs or
older and who does not receive payment for their work.

To apply for a Working With Children Check, you must first fill in an online application form, and then present proof
of your identity at a NSW Motor Registry, RMS agency, or Service NSW office
Go to www.kidsguardian.nsw.gov.au/check  and complete the online application form. If you do not have

access to the internet, please telephone (02) 9286 7219 for assistance.

Go to a NSW Motor Registry, RMS agency, or Service NSW office (not your local Council). Find a location at
WWW.service.nsw.gov.au/service-centre.

- You will need your application number and proof of your identity. You must have both of these items for your

application to proceed.

It is important to note that there is no cost involved to volunteers in applying for the Working With Children
Check.
